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CONFERENCE VERSION OF THE 2010-11 BUDGET

Conference Committee Budget offers Credible Path to Closng Budget Gap

In the 2010 May Revision, the Governor identifiebualget shortfall of $17.9 billion. He
offered a total of $19.1 billion in budget “solut&’ to close the shortfall and generate a
reserve of $1.2 billion.

The Conference Committee budget includes approximn&tL8.5 billion in General Fund
“solutions” to close the gap, and provides a fieslerve of $535 million.

The Conference Committee budget provides a cregibte to closing the significant

budget gap facing California. The Committee hdeenasteps to make significant
expenditure reductions, realign some public safegponsibilities from the state to the
counties, delay corporate tax cuts, and implemetaixareform proposal that results in
additional ongoing revenues. Together these axtsbtould help to stabilize the state’s
fiscal future.

General Budget Framewor k

The Conference Committee has taken actions to sxlthre budget deficit through a balanced
approach that includes a combination of significexpenditure reductions, suspending the
corporate tax cuts, implementing an oil severaageand reforming existing taxes in a way
that increases federal deductibility and resultadmne taxpayer dollars remaining in California.
The Conference version of the budget proposesit@esthe deficit with solutions that fall into
the following categories—dollars based on prelimyirsgoring:

* Expenditure Reductions: $8.3 billion
* Federal Funds: $4.1 billion
* Revenues (corporate tax delays,

Oil severance tax, and tax reform): $4.5 billion

* Revenue Adjustments
(Proposition 98 savings, LAO

revenues, public safety restructuring): -$2.3 billion
» Alternative Funding: $1.0 billion
« Fund Shifts and Other: $2.7 billion
e Total Solutions: $18.5 hillion

As noted above, the Conference Committee’s budigettifies $18.5 billion in solutions to
close the budget gap. This will result in a rese@fvapproximately $535 million.
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Major Actions

Revenues. The Conference version of the budget includes appately $4.5 billion in
additional revenues from the following sources:

Tax Reform: The budget adopts a major tax reform proposdl riiges taxes
that are deductible from federal personal incomega(State Personal Income
Tax and Vehicle License Fee) and reduces the sadts tax that is not deductible
on federal personal income tax forms. Under sproposal, all income groups
would, after deductibility, experience a net taduetion. The tax reform will
generate $1.8 billion in additional General Fungereie in 2010-11, growing to
about $3.3 billion in future years. A portion dktrevenues raised by the Vehicle
License Fee is proposed to be dedicated to puatetysactivities realigned from
the state to the counties.

Delays New Corporate Tax Breaks. The budget delays for two years the start of
new business tax breaks scheduled to take effé#@10-11. Delaying these new
tax breaks will preserve about $2.2 billion in Gehé-und revenues for 2010-11
that would otherwise be lost.

Closes Oil Severance Tax Loophole. The budget closes the Oil Severance
loophole that will generate $600 million in the lged year, and $1.2 billion
ongoing. This proposal also includes a reductioithe state sales tax of 0.25
percent and the “single flip”, which increases Ibeal sales tax by 0.25 percent
resulting in a shift of property taxes from locavgrnments to the schools.

K-14 Education. The Conference version of the budget includes appately $52 billion for
Proposition 98 that funds K-14 education. Thigpproximately $3 billion higher than the
Governor’s proposal. In addition, the Confereneesion also authorizes the creation of a joint
powers authority (JPA) that would enable schoditidis to borrow against at least $1.6 billion
in mandate payments the state owes school districts

Restores Major Reductions by Governor. The Conference version of the budget
restores $1.5 billion for revenue limits (the mitskible funding for schools). The
conference version also restores $1.4 billion Rildccare (including $286 million in
one-time funds). The Governor had proposed eltmmahild care funding. The
Conference version also proposes to restore $300mfior Class Size Reduction and
$230 million that the Governor cut by applying gaté/e cost of living adjustment.
Preserves Integrity of Propostion 98. The Conference version of the budget rejects
the Governor’s legally-suspect proposals to maaipuhe Proposition 98 guarantee
and rather proposes a direct suspension of thargearfor one year. As the LAO has
noted, suspension of the Proposition 98 guaranteeinates any legal or
Constitutional ambiguity over the $11.2 billion mignhance factor created as part of
last year's budget agreement. Thus, the suspekseps last year's budget promises
and enables funding for schools to grow as theaungmebounds.

Provides One-Time Mandate Reief. The Conference version of the budget
provides an additional $1.6 billion and up to $4dni in one-time funds to schools to
pay off past mandate claims and court-orderedeswttits. The budget would
establish a JPA to enable school districts to bofumds that would be securitized by
mandate payments from the state. The exact anttwamnivould be generated would
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depend on the outcomes of court-ordered settlemerggveral lawsuits filed by
school districts with mandate claims.

Health and Human Services. The budget makes a number of reductions in headthhaman
services programs, but rejects the Governor’'s mapdo eliminate CalWORKs, community
mental health programs, Adult Day Health care,thedsignificant reductions proposed to the
In Home Supportive Services program.

The Conference version of the budget also restorpartially restores several programs that
were vetoed by the Governor in 2009-10. The migsifisant being the restoration of funding
for child welfare services and the Office of AIDS.

The Conference version of the budget does notdechku proposal to realign a portion of
CalWORK:s or child care as proposed by the SenateoDeats.

Public Safety. The conference version of the budget does inclie réalignment of
approximately $467 million in state expendituregpablic safety to counties. This proposal is
modified from the Senate Democrats original reatignt proposal. Under the new proposal
counties would be eligible for a block grant if yhehose to house and supervise offenders
convicted of “wobbler” crimes locally. Counties wo have the option of rejecting the block
grant if they wished to continue to send offenaersvicted of “wobbler” crimes to the state.
Over time this restructuring proposal is expectegirbduce savings to the state of over $1
billion.

Local Government. The Conference budget adds trailer bill langutmesstablish a
statewide Joint Powers Authority (JPA) to enablelagovernments to accelerate about
$931 million in non-education mandate payments,sdeuritization of the state multi-
year payment stream. This is modeled on the ssftdelPA used by local governments
last year to accelerate the $2 billion in PropositLA of 2004 suspension payments. The
Conference budget also rejects several proposatseb¢overnor to significantly reduce
county administration of health and human servpregrams.

State Employees. The Conference budget reduces spending for statioygmes by about $1.5
billion consistent with collective bargaining agremnts that have already been reached or are
in negotiation. This is $500 million less than W& Governor has proposed.

Federal Funds. The Conference version of the budget assumes fddeds consistent with
the Governor's May Revision proposal. However, @oaference version is slightly higher
because the conference version preserves the Ifedateh for health and human services
programs that the Governor had proposed eliminating

annuitants. This total reflects $49 million in says from the federal temporary early
retiree reinsurance program, which was a compootfederal health care reform
and is intended to assist employer-based healtimspla providing partial
reimbursement for specified high cost coveragerébirees and their families until
state health exchanges and federal subsidies flthheoverage are implemented.
The $49 million figure represents five months ofisgs (the program runs on a
calendar year, as opposed to a fiscal year); tlendar year 2011 savings from this
program are estimated to total $84 million.

* Approved $27.484 million GF to augment departmehtalgets for increased salary
and benefits costs (excluding pension contribu)ianmsder current law and salary
schedules. For other funds, approved a total @38 million for increased salary
and benefits costs. Under current law and theouariexpired labor agreements,
virtually no state employees are expected to recsalary increases in 2010-11. The
costs in this budget item, therefore, consist nyamflincreased state contributions to
health, dental, and vision benefits under somer siate employee contracts, the
provisions of which generally continue in effecttiura new labor agreement is
approved. Additionally, the figures reflect thendu2010 action by the CalPERS
Board to increase 2011 state employee health prasiby an average of 9.1 percent
(note, this increase was partially offset by thelefal temporary early retiree
reinsurance program savings discussed more fullyeim 9650 Support for Health
and Dental Benefits for Annuitants).

VARIOUS AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT ACT
OVERSIGHT ENTITIES

» Approved $7.2 million (Central Services Cost Reegweund) to support oversight of
the expenditure of federal American Recovery anthstment Act (ARRA) funds
by the Governor-created California Recovery Taskc&oand ARRA Inspector
General; the State Controller's Office; and the éwr of State Audits. This action
will keep ARRA oversight expenditures in line withe policy established by the
Joint Legislative Budget Committee to spend no nmthen $7 million per year to
allow all, or nearly all, of the oversight costs lte supported by federal funds.
Included in this action was entity-specific proeisal budget language restricting the
expenditure of these funds for defined ARRA-relat@édrsight activities. The $7.2
million breaks down as follows:

o $1.3 million to the State Controller’s Office.

Additionally, andststent with the HAVA plan,
approved $23 million (federal funds) to continugiementation of VoteCal, which
is the HAVA-required centralized, interactive cortgnized voter registration
database.

Approved increased expenditure authority of $500 (Business Fees Fund) in 2010-

applications in the Business Programs Divisione Becretary of State estimates that
$3.7 million in undeposited checks are currenttacted to unprocessed filings. Of
the $500,000, $250,000 is to develop short-termorinétion technology
improvements to increase the functionality of therent electronic filing system and
$250,000 is for staffing costs (mix of overtime dodstudents and retired annuitant
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hires). This two-year plan is intended to doveta a future information technology
project which will serve as the long-term solutionrautomate the Business Programs
Division. This long-term solution will be presedtéo the Legislature in a future
budget cycle.

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repairs. Additionally, and due to the remainin¢pbae, approved the reversion of $2
million GF for additional GF savings in 2010-11.in&ly, to avoid any further
confusion as to what is available for expenditune #or what projects, approved
budget provisional language that makes expendifitae $7.3 million on Capitol
repairs contingent on the approval of the JoineR@ommittee.
